A statement of accounts and a brief report must be submitted to the Society 
within 12 months of the offer of a grant. The report, which should not exceed 
300 words and should preferably be submitted in digital form, may be 
printed in the Society’s Newsletter and should be written with that in mind. 
Consideration will be given to printing an accompanying illustration, if one is 
suitable. Written reports will be placed in the Society’s Library.

The grant must be spent on the project as defined on the application form. If 
changing circumstances make this impossible, prior written permission from 
the Society must be obtained for any proposed variation. Failure to obtain 
such permission will disqualify the applicant from claiming the grant.

Claims for grants must be submitted with copies of receipts, invoices and 
other supporting papers.

5.   
Grants offers not claimed within 12 months may be withdrawn unless a 
request is made for an extension of a further 12 months. An offer of grant will 
be completely withdrawn if not claimed within 24 months. However a fresh 
application will be accepted after that date.
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
